Ownership in Slovenia: 80% of private forests and 20% are state forests.

How do you classify forests by types (protected forest, production forest,

etc.)?
By category, forests are divided into:
- multi functional forests;
- forests with a special purpose in which forestry measures are permitted;

- forests with a special purpose in which forestry measures are not

permitted or permitted only in exceptional cases;

- protective forests

- Who is in charge of the management of forests?

Slovenian Forest Act regulate the protection, silviculture, exploitation and use
of forests, and the disposal of forests as natural resources with the aim of
ensuring their close-to-nature and multi-purpose management in accordance
with the principles of protection of the environment and natural values,
long-term and optimal working of forests as ecosystems, and enabling their

functions.

Forests are managed by forest owners.

Rights of ownership to forest shall be exercised in such manner as ensures
their ecological, social and productive functions. The owner of a forest must

therefore:

- manage the forest in accordance with regulations, management plans and

administrative acts issued on the basis of this act;
- allow free access to and movement in the forest to others;

- allow beekeeping, hunting and the recreational gathering of fruits, herbal

plants, mushrooms and wild animals in accordance with regulations.

Owners of forests shall have the right to participate in procedures for adopting
forest management and wildlife management plans and in the preparation of
forest silviculture plans. Their needs, proposals and requests shall be respected

as far as is possible and consistent with ecosystem and legal restrictions.

On the basis of the Forest act, forest management plans (regardless of

ownership) are prepared by Slovenia Forest Service.

What are the procedures and requirements for harvesting based on forest

ownership and types?

On the basis of the forest silviculture plan, the Slovenia Forest Service shall
issue to forest owners, after prior consultation and a joint selection of trees

for possible felling, an administrative order (permit). The order shall define:

necessary silviculture work for renewing forests and tending seedlings up

to pre-commercial thinning;

necessary protection work;

guidelines and time limits for carrying out and repetition of particular

silviculture and protective works;

quantity and structure of trees for the maximum possible felling;
- guidelines and conditions for cutting and hauling timber;
- guidelines and conditions for gathering resin and cutting decorative trees;

- the period for which the order is issued. A complaint against the order,
lodged with the ministry responsible for forestry, shall be permitted. A

complaint against an order shall not defer its implementation.
